Synopsis
The aim of the ACME project is to study content management processes, i.e., processes that collect data from heterogeneous sources, facilitate development of new composites of data and present the composites in a user-friendly way on different platforms. An important goal is to recognize and further develop the data transformations that are involved in these processes

Status
In the first phase (2000-2001), we have made a survey of content management processes. In the second phase (2001-2002), we will concentrate on generalised multi-channel publishing: by using heuristic rules, we are able to present in a user-friendly way structured documents that have no descriptions of structure or style.
